The Alaska Statewide Suicide Prevention Council in coordination with the Division of Behavioral Health, Alaska 

Mental Health Trust Authority, Alaska Mental Health Board and Advisory Board of Alcoholism and Drug Abuse is 

sponsoring a two-day summit entitled “Alaska Suicide Prevention Summit III: Tending the Net” in Anchorage on

If interested, please submit a completed application by noon on 

Monday, Dec. 2.    

Workgroups interested in attending will be eligible for limited travel/lodging scholarships.  However, workgroups 

applying for scholarships will be required to meet the selection criteria based upon: 1) Team composition 2) 

Regional distribution, and 3) Financial need. There is no cost or fee to register or attend the summit.  

Note: Members of the group that are in a position to utilize grant or other suicide prevention funding sources to 

attend is highly encouraged due to the limited amount of funding available for travel scholarships. Individuals may 

apply and will be added to their regional team if applicable.
