Questions (Q) and Recommendations (R):

Q:  Regarding privacy, is the data that is forwarded to the feds de-identified and meeting privacy requirements?

R:  For minimal data set users, the department needs to address de-identification of data for users.

Q:  How is 42CFR enforced in AKAIMS, and more specifically use of the System as an EHR?  Is AKAIMS 42CFR Compliant?  For example, if a client screens positive on the Alaska Screening Tool, or has substance use issues identified in an integrated assessment – 42CFR applies. How is this addressed in the system?

Q:  What is the level and type of encryption for storage of data and transfer of data?  This is a specific requirement of the High Tech. Act.  (Need reference from Carey Edney).

R:  Department is requested to have written documentation available for providers that addresses these details/specificity to be able to demonstrate how their data is protected and meeting standards.

R:  Forms and assessments need to be updated in AKAIMS to meet quality standards including the integrated assessment, youth assessment, health screening etc.

R:  Need technical assistance resources to agencies on privacy and security.  There used to be resources available to nonprofits through legal action.  Recommendation to establish a regular teleconference or resource to assist agencies with privacy, security, risk assessments and how to respond to anticipated changes etc.

R:  Request to circulate examples of risk assessments.

R:  Develop Matrix for AKAIMS use that includes minimal use & electronic clinical record

R:  Contractor FEI (Becky) will share information on how other states are addressing questions of this committee regarding privacy and security.

[bookmark: _GoBack]R:  Address AeHN issue around secure messaging with Paul.

R:  Need to address remote accessing issue:  providers need to have the ability to restrict and/or monitor IP addresses in AKAIMS.

R:  Need access to customer service helpdesk for EHR related issues 24/7 as the vendor of the EHR.

Suggestions/Ideas:   
1. Survey agency needs in this area to assist in identifying what information/format would be useful.
2. Establish a means to disseminate relevant information and resources (possibly through professional organizations, such as Alaska Behavioral Health Association and Alaska Addictions Professional Association
3. Use the fall Change Agent Conference to focus on privacy & security & related information/resources.
