«* Comments regarding YRBS Data

Charles Utermohle made a comment that we should eliminate the 1999 YRBS data. 1999 was
one of the first years the state started utilizing active parental consent. Because of this, the
ASD opted out of participating in the YRBS. They did utilize a random sample throughout the
state, but it did not include the Anchorage School District. Because Anchorage holds such a
large population of our youth, the 1999 YRBS has skewed data. Two data years will not be
represented in this profile. 2001 has also been excluded. 2005 did not receive an adequate
number of surveys.
