2. SPIRIT Update: Next week we begin the User Acceptance Testing (UAT) of the
WIC SPIRIT system. This is a full function test of SPIRIT with Alaska’s
configurations. The testing will occur during two 3-week sessions: July 9-
27 and August 6-24 in Anchorage. We will do a remote site test of the
system’s performance on July 17 and 18 in Dillingham. This testing of the
system is designed to determine whether the system is set up and
performing in accordance with the State of Alaska’s requirements.

There has been a bit of confusion between UAT and the Super User training
coming up in the fall. UAT is a full function testing of the WIC SPIRIT
system with Alaska’s configurations. Some clinic staff are volunteering
their time come to the test site and run these very detailed, step by step
scripts.

The purpose of Super User (or Train the Trainer) training is to build peer
training and technical assistance capacity for SPIRIT within the Alaska
WIC Program. Individuals who attend this training will serve as a resource
for their own and other clinics during and after SPIRIT rollout - to
assist with training new employees, answering questions about how to use
SPIRIT to deliver WIC services, and advising users on known problems in
SPIRIT and how to handle them. Seating capacity at the training site will
limit the number of individuals who can attend this training. Local Agency
coordinators will soon be contacted to nominate attendees for Super User
training.

In addition to Super User training, a week-long training session for every
clinic staff member on all SPIRIT functionality that will be used in the
clinics will take place in Anchorage before SPIRIT is implemented in their
clinic. Each clinic will be closed for one week while the staff attends
this training (and while the clinic’s data is converted to SPIRIT). This
training will take place early in 2013 during the phased rollout of
SPIRIT. LA’s will receive a separate grant to cover the expenses of
travel to these training sessions.

3. New Infant Formula Contract—Starting October 1, 2012, we will have a new infant
formula contract only for soy based products. Abbott Nutrition was awarded the
contract for all physical forms of the Milk-based infant formula and Mead Johnson &
Company, LLC was awarded the contract for all physical forms of Soy-based infant
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formula. The WIC staff are working on client, vendor and pediatrician flyers to inform
our program partners about this change. If you have questions, please contact Jennifer
Johnson at 465-8104.
