Offer your baby a bottle of Enfamil ProSobee or
Slowly change to the Enfamil ProSobee this way:

1.   Mix each of the formulas as directed on the can.

2.   Replace a small amount of Similac Soy with an equal amount of Enfamil ProSobee.

For example:
To make a 4 oz bottle, combine 3 oz of
Similac Soy with 1 oz of Enfamil ProSobee.

3.   Each day slowly increase the amount of Enfamil ProSobee. Decrease the same amount of Similac Soy until your baby is only drinking Enfamil ProSobee.
