Updated ENPR: Thank you for all the input- I hope I captured all the corrections and suggestions. 
· The color is removed from the box around the new formulas, and a border has been added so it faxes better. 
· Check boxes have been added so that providers can specify the formula requiring medical documentation they’re prescribing. 
· The RD use box has been moved back to the front of the page- great suggestion. 
· An arrow and a border now indicate the part a provider needs to complete with diagnosis and ICD-10- and the words “to process this request for

therapeutic formulas” has been added to help make it clear that the box only needs to be completed for the therapeutic formulas on the back. 
· Participant phone number was added to the front of the page. 
·  The three formulas we’re planning to drop- Gentlease, Gerber Good Start Gentle, and Enfamil AR- are removed from the new ENPR- but not from Spirit.

These formulas are still available in Spirit until 9/1/2016 to make the transition easier for local agencies. You don’t need to talk to the participant about
the change until their next appointment or nutrition ed- if they receive Medicaid or turn 1 year old before Sept 1, 2016, then the participant doesn’t need
to change formulas. If the participant plans to switch to a contract formula requiring medical documentation, you will need a new ENPR to make that
switch. 

· The three new formulas are contract formulas- they can’t be sent to Procare or Geneva Woods- so they’ll eliminate that time consuming step. The three
new formulas won’t count as non-contract formula usage.
