· Drives the ambulance to and from emergency scenes as well as on routine business.

· Assesses the scene for potential hazards and positions vehicles appropriately.  Warns others of dangers encountered.

· Assists with patient care and movement under the direction of EMS personnel.

· Verifies that the ambulance is prepared for another response at the conclusion of every call.
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
