Abnormal facial features consistent with FAS as reported by a physician


Or 
Two of the following:

 - short palpebral fissures

 - abnormal philtrum

 - thin upper lip
At least one structural or functional anomaly

STRUCTURAL
- FOC  10th centile at birth or any age


Or
FUNCTIONAL
1) Standardized measure of intellectual function (1 std dev below the mean 

 
Or
2) Standardized measure of developmental delay ( 1 std dev below the mean


Or


3) Developmental delay or Mental Retardation diagnosed by a qualified examiner (e.g. psychologist, physician)


Or
4) ADD diagnosed by a qualified evaluator 


Growth delay indicated in at least one of the following: 

INTRAUTERINE
· weight or height corrected for gestational age  10th centile


Or
POSTNATAL


· weight or height 10th centile for age


Or
· weight for height  10th centile
